Known Issues

- After re-installation of the Editor, the Voice name may occasionally not appear on the Media
Bay windows of Cubase. If this is the case, execute "Refresh" or "Rescan".

- Editor may launch in the OFFLINE status or “Port Open Error” may appear when you: 1)
select the MOTIF-RACK XS Voice via the Media Bay, 2) create the Instrument Track on
Cubase, and 3) start the Editor. Even if such a situation occurs, you can use the Editor by
clicking the ONLINE/OFFLINE switch to set the status to ONLINE.

Installing the application

Install MOTIF-RACK XS Editor Standalone_VST.exe

2. Follow the on-screen instructions to install the software.

Starting the application:
Once the application is successfully installed, an icon of the application will be in your Windows

8 Start screen. You can start the application by clicking the icon.

NOTE
If the icon is not listed, right-click an empty area of the Start screen and select “All apps.” Then

select the application icon from the application list.

Uninstalling the application:

1. Right-click the application you wish to remove in the Windows 8 Start screen. If it’s not
listed, right click an empty area of the screen and select “All apps.”

2. A check will be placed on the application you selected. Select the “Uninstall” option that

appears at the bottom of the screen.

- Solved a problem in which Cubase would occasionally quit unexpectedly when you change a
MOTIF-RACK XS Voices were changed frequently in the MediaBay window of Cubase.
